Grades Based on the Following:

· Tarea (Homework) 10%: Daily assignments can be expected. Most assignments will be graded. Assignments must be completed when you come to class unless instructed otherwise. No credit will be given when there is evidence that an assignment has merely been copied from someone else.
· Grading: You will receive one of three marks on each section of an assignment-

· (+  You completed your assignment and get 2 pts
· (    You attempted your assignment but did not complete it and get 1 pt
· (-   You did not attempt your assignment and get 0 pts
· Correcting: Assignments will usually be corrected in class. If you correct your assignment and/or fill in what you were missing you will receive one more point per section.
· Late Assignments: I will take 10% off of late assignments turned in within 1 week of the due date. All late assignments must be handed in by the day of the test on that unit. 
· Absent Assignments: If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get the homework from the day(s) you were absent. You have 1 week to complete the assignment. I will not accept these as late because of the extended amount of time given. Please see me if there are extenuating circumstances.
· Proyectos del Semestre (Semester Projects): You will be doing two semester projects this year which you will be responsible for completing outside of class. Information will be given to you at least two weeks before the projects are due.
· Pruebas y Exámenes (Quizzes and Tests) 60%: Quizzes and tests will be announced. We will review before tests.
· Most tests and quizzes may be retaken with teacher permission. You may NOT retake the test/quiz the same day it was given, however you need to retake the test/quiz by the end of that unit (if a unit test, by the end of the next unit) unless extenuating circumstances exist. If this retake option is abused it may be revoked on a student-by-student basis. You may also be required to turn in evidence of extra work before retaking the test/quiz.
· Participación y Asistencia (Participation and Attendance) 10%: In order to learn a language you must participate regularly. If you miss a class for any reason, you are in charge of asking for the assignment and turning in any homework and/or in-class work from the day you missed.

· Crédito Extra (Extra Credit): Extra credit opportunities will be limited to no more than a couple of points per test/quiz. Your grade is meant to show your mastery of the language skills taught and would be a misrepresentation if inflated by extra credit.
